(a) Accounts – 2009/2010
1. The current balance stands at £7913.64.  There is £7712.87 in an Instant Access Saver Account and £200.77 in a Business Current Account
2. A cheque for £2226 for both the 2008/09 and 2009/10 branch levies was received in November 2009 from Mark Hynes, the National Association Hon. Treasurer. This means that we are now up to date with regard to receipt of the Branch levies.

3. The usual arrangement is for the National Association to collect the Branch subscription at the same time as the request for the National subscription is made. It is proposed that this arrangement be continued for 2010/11.
(b) Branch subscriptions for 2010/11
4. The National Association will be sending out the new subscription invoices in April and have asked whether or not we want the Branch levy to be added to the invoice.

5. The current Branch subscriptions, set out below, have not been increased since 2006/07 and it would be my recommendation that they should remain the same for 2010/11. This should generate an income of around £1000
