Membership Rules made by the Council under Article 21

(Made by the Council on 25 April 2008)

A Member admitted under the provisions of Article 2 whose job description has changed or whose employment is affected by any reorganisation and is employed by any of the bodies referred to in Article 2.1.1 shall be entitled to remain as a Member of the Association notwithstanding that such Member may have ceased to be qualified to be admitted to membership.

Bodies approved for the purpose of article 2.1(j)

A Regional Development Agency

Associate Membership

There shall be a class of members who shall be categorised as Associate Members for the purpose of these rules.

These rules do not apply to Past Service Members.

A person who is an employee of a body referred to or approved for the purpose of article 2.1.1 and whose job description includes responsibility for corporate governance functions of such body (i.e. legal, administrative, democratic, corporate governance, scrutiny and standards functions) or who reports directly to a senior manager  having responsibility for the legal, democratic and governance function shall, subject to the conditions set out below, be eligible for membership as an Associate Member.

The conditions for admission as an Associate Members are:-

a. A senior manager in the body referred to or approved for the purpose of article 2.1.1 being a Member of ACSeS and supporting the application for membership.

b. Approval by the Council.

c. The applicant must not otherwise than under these rules be eligible for admission as a Member in accordance with the articles.

An Associate Member admitted under these rules shall have all the rights and privileges of a Member of ACSeS except the right to vote at General Meetings and shall not without the consent of the Council be eligible for election to the Council.

The Council shall set the subscription payable by Associate Members admitted under these rules.

International Membership

There shall be a class of members who shall be categorised as International Associate Members for the purpose of these rules.

A person whose job description includes responsibility at a senior level for the legal, democratic and governance functions of a governmental or public body which is situated outside England and Wales shall, subject to the conditions set out below, be eligible for membership as an International Associate Member.

The conditions for admission as an International Associate Members are:-

1. Approval by the Council.

2. The applicant must not otherwise than under these rules be eligible for admission as a Member in accordance with the articles.

An International Associate Member admitted under these rules shall have all the rights and privileges of a Member of ACSeS except the right to vote at General Meetings and shall not without the consent of the Council be eligible for election to the Council.

The Council shall set the subscription payable by International Associate Members admitted under these rules.
